Chinese Language 1 is an elementary Chinese language course. It introduces the Chinese phonetic system, basic grammatical structures, and functional daily language use. It covers about 150 characters and associated phrases. It emphasizes the training of all four language skills (listening, reading, speaking, and writing) as well as understanding of the sociolinguistic and sociocultural factors that are important to cross-cultural communication. Using Chinese word processor to create texts and doing online research are also integrated parts of the language use. The course is designed for students who have no formal background in learning Chinese. 

The focus of the course will be more on developing discourse rather than sentences. Students are also encouraged to achieve independent thinking and creative use of the language.  Cooperative learning is part of the learning process and experience.

Upon successful completing the course, the students are expected to be able to comprehend simple listening passages and reading texts that cover various simple daily topics, to express themselves in the Chinese language with correct linguists and appropriate social manners, as well as to develop comprehension of everyday topics and simple authentic materials. 


The textbooks used include Integrated Chinese Textbook, Exercises Book, Character Book, and other handouts.
