Chinese IV is an advanced level Chinese language course. It introduces sophisticated topics and emphasizes using of authentic materials. Culture learning and development of insight into the nature of the language and culture are integrated into the curriculum. Students are expected to reach higher levels of proficiency in the target language in terms of speaking, listening, reading, and writing. 

The content of learning is designed to follow the time line of the history of Chinese literature. Historical events and literary works and important personalities will be included as the background of language learning. Different styles of writing will be introduced and authentic texts will be used. Memorizing and performing classical and modern authentic texts will be a major part of the learning process. Audio and visual materials will also be utilized inside classroom and out at home.     

The learning activities continuously encourage cooperative learning, use of information technology, and creative learning and thinking.

The emphases in this course include but not restricted to correctness in pronunciation and tones as well as fluency in speaking, more sophisticated listening and reading comprehension, and creation of texts. 

The returning students have completed the other level courses with great success, thus higher standards in terms of motivation, diligence, and academic performance are expected from each individual. Communication between the instructor and the learners is highly encouraged.
